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Dry Bean Market Comments

e 2014 production (cwt.) of both pinto and navy
bean are above 2013 levels. Current markets

have been quite due to adequate supplies and
slow farmer selling.

e Rail service is better than 2013, but still sporadic.

e Domestic consumption is still primary use for
ooth pinto and navy beans. Domestic buyers have
oeen very cautious about offering new crop

contracts because of dropping corn, soybean and
wheat prices.




Dry Bean Market Comments

Navy bean acres are expected to be stable in
2015 (North Dakota, Michigan and Ontario)

Pinto bean acres are expected to be stable to
slightly higher (5% - 15% increase)

Black bean acres are expected to increase
slightly, but seed availability will limit increase.

There are a few new crop contracts being
offered, but prices have been variable and
have filled quickly.



Dry Bean Market Comments

e Canadian dry bean production was up 26%
between 2013 and 2014. 2015 acres (pinto
and navy) are currently projected to be up 3%
(Ag. Canada).
